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Teacher Spotlight: Gary Paxton 
Lake Riviera Middle School, 
Brick, N.J. 

After hearing both student and 
staff express enthusiasm for an 
environmental area on school 
grounds, sixth grade math and 
science teacher Gary Paxton was 
inspired to create the Kettle Creek 
Crusaders -- a group of students 
dedicated to the environmental 
studies of their school. The Kettle 
Creek Crusaders worked with local 
professionals and school staff to 
take inventory of the indigenous 
plant and animal species of nearby 
Kettle Creek and tested the water 
at various locations. Based on their findings, the students plan to create a 
presentation to give to local community groups and elementary students 
as part of their EE Week activities. Paxton says the project will help the 
students learn the value of community involvement and environmental 
stewardship.
